In 2009, the Club had more than 100 members and 
fielded 11 men’s and women’s teams across ten 
divisions, in both senior and junior age groups.

The 2010 season promises to be another stellar 
year as the Club strives to maintain the strength 
and vitality that has brought it so much success.

New players welcome
If you are interested in playing for Balcatta in 
2010, come along to one of our training nights.
Balcatta caters for juniors through to senior 
women and men, from beginners to experienced 
players, and is affiliated with Volleyball WA, 
Volleyball Australia and the FIVB. 

The Club has many elite athletes and last year 
fielded a number of players in State and National 
teams. All players are provided with quality 
coaching and excellent administrative support.

Games and training
PVL games are mostly played on Sundays at the 
Loftus Recreation Centre in Leederville,
between 9am and 4pm.  From time-to-time

throughout the season, additional games may be held 
on Friday nights.

Club training sessions are held once a week for about 
two hours at Newman College in Churchlands, either 
Mondays, Wednesday or Thursdays. 

Training times are set when teams are selected. 
Initially, all grades will train on the same nights and 
same times, as follows:

Men’s training: Mon. 22 March  (7.30pm-9.30pm)
Women’s training: Thur, 25 March (6.30pm- 8.30pm)
